A.What is Ragging

Ragging means any mis-conduct, be it verbal or written, physical or psychological
undisciplined activities by any students or group of students to the freshers or junior students.

B. Legal Definitions of Ragging

1. Any disorderly conduct (by words spoken or written or by an act), which has the
effect of causing annoyance, hardship or psychological harm/ shame or
embarrassment in a fresher or a junior student, adversely affecting their physique or
psyche;

2. Any rowdy or undisciplined activity, which causes annoyance, hardship, or

psychological harm;

Raise fear or apprehension thereof in the minds of junior.

4. Asking the students to do an act or perform something, which such student will not do
in ordinary course, which may cause shame or embarrassment that adversely affect
the physique or psyche of a junior student

C.Punishments under Indian Penal Code against acts of
Ragging
Every single incident of ragging or abetting in ragging puts an obligation on the institution to

get the FIR registered. There are provisions in the IPC, which can be used by a student to
register an FIR in the nearest Police Station. These provisions are:

L. 294- Obscene acts and songs

II. 323 — punishment for voluntarily causing hurt

II1. 324 — voluntarily causing hurt by dangerous weapon or means
IV. 325 — punishment for voluntarily causing grievous hurt

V. 326 — voluntarily causing grievous hurt by dangerous weapon

VI. 339 — Wrongful Restraint

VII. 340 — Wrongful Confinement

VIII. 341 — Punishment for Wrongful Restraint

IX. 342 — Punishment for Wrongful Confinement

X. 506 — Punishment for culpable homicide not amounting to murder

D.UGC Regulations on Curbing The Menace Of Ragging In
Higher Educational Institutions, 2009

University Grant Commission passed several regulations in 2009 to curb the menace of
ragging in Higher Education Institutions in India. These are:

1. Publication that “Ragging” is banned
2. Undertaking to be signed by parents/guardians in new admissions
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3. Affidavit of Students during admission process

UGC has notified the 3rd Amendment in UGC Regulations on 29th June, 2016 to
expand the definition of ragging by including the following:

Any act of physical or mental abuse (including bullying and exclusion) targeted at another
student (fresher or otherwise) on the ground of colour, race, religion, caste, ethnicity, gender
(including transgender), sexual orientation, appearance, nationality, regional origins,
lingusting identity place of birth place of residence or economic background.
