NO EMPLOYMENT RELATIONSHIP

Fhe partics agree that this Agreement shall not be construed in any
manncer as establishing any kind of partnership or bond of labour between
them. Thus. i all activities stemming from the present Mol and from
subsequent specific action plans, the parties are in the understanding that.
in all cases, employment relationships shall remain in force between the
employing institution and its respective personnel.

6. ACCREDITATION/ CERTIFICATION

The Institution shall issuc certification recognizing the achievements of
the students, on the basis of hours invested on projects/papers and
successful completion of Add-On Courses of the cnrolled students.

7. RIGHTS AND DUTIES

a. The Host Institution is committed to counsel and support students through
advice and to foster their integration, inviting and encouraging guest
students to become involved in student life for the cause of promoting
academics.

b. The institutions shall act as facilitators, but they will have no obligation
whatsoever in terms of the actions, behaviour or financial aspects of the
students / participants involved in the exchange.

¢. The students/participants shall enjoy the same rights and privileges as regular
students/faculty, and shall observe the norms and rules of the Host Institution.
Any violation of the rules of the Host Institution by an exchange participant shall
be grounds for immediate termination of the privileges in the context of this
Agreement.

d. The host institution agrees to provide workspace. library and laboratory
facilitics as appropriate.
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8. AuroNomy
This agreement is a statement of intentions and does not involve. in any
instance whatsocver, any financial obligations between the participating
institutions

9. TERM

a. This MOU shall be effective for a period of five (5) years from the date of
execution of this agreement, and shall be automatically renewed thereafter
for another five (5) years unless a written notice to terminate or amend
this agreement is given to the other party. six(6) months in advance.

b. It is expressly agreed that neither party shall be liable for damages that
they might cause each other as a result of a forceful suspension of a
collaboration program. Causes for forceful suspension must be explicitly
set forth in the action plans.
