Untrained in -service candidates, teaching class VI-XII in Govt. aided schools only, shall be treated as deputed. If the seats,
reserved for deputed teachers. remain vacant, those seats will be de-reserved and offered to the fresh candidates.

Eligibility: Candidates (both Fresh & Deputed) with at least 50% marks either in the Bachelor’s Degree and/or in the
Master’s Degree or Bachelor’s in Engineering or Technology with specialization in Science and Mathematics with 55%
marks, or any other qualification equivalent thereto, be eligible for application. There shall be relaxation of 5% marks in
favour of SC, ST and PWD categories.

NB: 50% or 45% marks (as the case may be) in Bachelor's Degree with Honours may be determined either on the basis of
Honours marks only or on the basis of Honours marks & the marks of elective subjects taken together.

As per instructions of UGC, the eligible SC/ST, OBC, PWD Students etc. should submit the scholarship form for the
academic year by February, for processing scholarship to SC/ST, OBC, PWD etc. each year.

Age Limit: Age of the fresh Candidates as on 3™ June, 2017 shall not exceed 38 years and there shall be relaxation of §
years in favour of PWD category candidates.

Bengali, English, Sanskrit, History, Geography, Education, Life Science- [Zoo, Bot.. Physio., (Bio-tech./Nutri./Micro-
bio./Env. Sc.)], Physical Science- [(Phy./Elect.), (Chem./Bio-Chem.)], Mathematics-[Mathematics and ( Stat./ Comp.Sc./
Engineering or Technology with Mathematics as combination subject)].
Bio-Chemistry & Electronics shall be treated as subjects in the Physical Science Group and in this case candidates shall
have to take Physical Science as the 1*" method. Bio-technology. Nutrition, Microbiology & Env. Sc. Shall be treated as
subjects in the Life Science Group and in this case candidates shall have to take Life Science as the 1* method. Stat./Comp.
Sc./ Engineering or Technology shall be treated as subjects in Mathematics and in this case candidates shall have to take
Mathematics as the 1% method.
Candidates (both Fresh & Deputed), who did not study at the degree level at least one of the method subjects
available in any college will not be considered for admission even if their names are found in the merit list. Deputed

Candidates shall have to take the subject as the 1" method in which they are the approved teachers.

For Deputed Candidates of all categories (Gen., SC, ST, PWD), provisional Merit list shall be prepared on the basis of their
approved length of service. In case of same length of service of two or more candidates, 2" and 3" criteria shall be
Academic Score and Date of Birth respectively.
For Fresh Candidates of all categories (Gen., S.C..S.T. & PWD), subject wise provisional Merit list shall be prepared on
the basis of their Grade Points to be computed as per the following norms:
